Steve Jones began his career with Universal Services of America in 1996 after holding executive 

level and management positions within two Fortune 500 companies.

Jones understands that his employees are the cornerstone behind the company’s continued 

success. Thus, Allied Universal uses a recruitment and stringent screening process, followed by 

orientation and initial and onsite training.

Outside of Allied Universal, Jones works with the FBI and Homeland Security, offering 

guidance and support on trends within the security industry and how to implement advanced 

security initiatives.
